She was a 
1970 graduate of Miami Killian Senior High School in Miami.
 Tanya loved music and learned to play the piano at a very young age.  She became the 
organist for Ascension Episcopal Church for three years before she left for college.  She 
graduated from Fisk University in Nashville, TN, where she earned her B.A. degree in 
Elementary Education in 1974.
